
	Services
Consulting before and supervising during the wedding will be done by the church Wedding Coordinator who will assist the couple with all the mechanics and proper etiquette of the wedding.
The services provided by the church include Minister, Wedding Coordinator, Accompanist and Custodial Support as well as use of the Bridal Room and the Sanctuary or Chapel for the ceremony.


Preparation
A couple wanting to have a wedding at Little White Chapel Christian Church should begin by calling the church office to check the church calendar for 
the availability of the requested date and to set the initial appointment 
with the Wedding Coordinator. The Wedding Coordinator will act as your liaison and work with the LWC Event Coordinator to establish the date 
and time for the wedding and rehearsal, the cost for the use of the facilities and other services the church will provide and the timetable for meetings 
and other preparations necessary to make your wedding one of the most special events in your life. Either at the first meeting or soon thereafter, a non-refundable $200.00 deposit will need to be made to reserve the date and time for the wedding.


Additional Information
Flowers should be delivered to the church one before the wedding is to begin.
Pictures may be taken before and after the ceremony, but there is to be no flash photography during the spoken part of the ceremony. Stationary video cameras may be used with available lighting as long as it does not detract from or interfere with the ceremony.
Rice, confetti, birdseed or other similar materials may not be used inside the church facilities, but birdseed may be used outside the buildings
Staples, scotch tape, masking tape, adhesives, etc. may not be used on the pews or other church furnishings.
Fees include one hour for set up before the wedding and one hour for clean up after. All clean up is required to be complete two hours after the end of the event.

	
	
	Resources
Little White Chapel offers a variety of resources and services to couples who wish to be married in its facilities. The main sanctuary seats 300 people and has a 75 foot center aisle, stained glass windows, an organ and a grand piano among its features.


Also available is the original Little White Chapel. Built in 1941, the chapel seats 75 guests comfortably and is a perfect location for an old fashioned wedding.


There is a Bride’s room that is attractive and well appointed to help the bride and her attendants prepare for a beautiful wedding, whether it is a sanctuary wedding or a chapel wedding.



The Social Hall can accommodate 175 people for a reception following the service.
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
